
 
2009 / 2010   Scholar Athlete Award Criteria 

 
1.  Weighted GPA of 3.0, or better. 
2.  Participation in a varsity level sport your senior year.  Additional consideration will be given 
for participation in multiple sports and number of years.  Example:  An athlete who participated in 
one or two sports for all four years will be given heavier consideration than an athlete who 
participated in a varsity sport only, their senior year. 
3.  A minimum of ten scholarships will be awarded, preferably to the top five male and female 
athletes.  However, if less than five athletes in either category apply, scholarships can be 
awarded to any 10 athletes.  The Booster Club has the option to award a limited amount of 
additional scholarships, if warranted. 
4.  Awards are $250.00 and will be given to each student upon proof of acceptance to any 
university or college. 
5.  The award must be used within 12 months of high school graduation.  Failure to do so will 
result in the withdrawal of the award. 
6.  Student athletes winning the Fireman’s Scholarship will not be eligible. 
7.  All applications must be turned in to the Guidance or Athletic Offices no later than April 15, 
2010.  Late applications will not be considered.
